Number of inhabitants:

The number of inhabitants continues to be one of the most important criteria for the assessment of the
attractiveness of a location for the retail sector. It defines a considerable part of the quantitative sales potential
for the retail trade. The more inhabitants a city has, the greater the chances of realising correspondingly high
sales figures. Population (in absolute) terms as of 01.01.2008, source: BBE Retail Experts GmbH & Co. KG

Population development 2003-2007:

Equally significant is the development of the population in a certain location. Whilst in part dramatic reductions
in the population have had to be endured in some structurally weak areas, prospering locations as a rule show
a positive course of events. This also has a direct influence upon the sales opportunities for the local retailers.
In particular against the background of the dwindling populations of many German cities and communities,
this parameter is gaining considerably in significance.

Employees paying compulsory social insurance contributions:

A demographic factor, the significance of which should not be underrated, is the number of employed persons
at a location. This figure is not only indicative of the number of inhabitants, but also of the attractiveness of
the location as an employer for the entire region. It is obvious that, at locations with an above average number
of employees, there is a better consumer climate for the local retail trade.

Unemployment rate:

Just as the number of employees and the development thereof paints a picture of the economic and structural
strength or weakness of a particular location, so, too, does the number of unemployed/the rate of
unemployment.

The unemployment rate is quoted as an average for the year 2008 and refers to all employable civilians. A pointer
to a new regional structure: As of August 1st 2008 the independent cities of Chemnitz, Dresden and Leipzig and
the administrative districts of Bautzen, Erzgebirgskreis, Gorlitz, Leipzig, Meissen, Mittelsachsen, Nordsachsen,
Sachsische Schweiz-Osterzgebirge, Vogtlandkreis and Zwickau have been called in to existence in the Free State
of Saxony.

Purchasing power:

The purchasing power complements the statement of the number of inhabitants of a location by a qualitative
criterion. It indicates how high the potential purchasing power of each individual inhabitant of that location
is. The average value has been standardised nationwide at 100. Accordingly, any value above 100 signalises an
above average potential purchasing power in that location. The purchasing power index does not allow one
to draw any conclusions as to whether or not the available capital is indeed spent at the location in question,
however. EH (Retail)-purchasing power level per inhabitant, forecast for the year 2009, source BBE Retail Experts

Centrality parameters:

The centrality parameters indicates whether purchasing power is flowing into or away from a particular location.
A figure over 100 signalises that the inflow of purchasing power from the surrounding area is higher than the
outflow from the city. Thus the centrality rating sheds its own particular light upon the attractiveness of a location
for the retail trade.

Rents in the prime locations:

As the level of rent for shops in prime locations in the inner cities and pedestrian zones is exclusively oriented
towards the sole potential on site, that rent is one of the most important indicators as to how attractive a
location is for the retail trade. The details quoted here regarding rents in the prime locations refer to two
different sizes of shop:

80-120 square metres with a shop-window length of six metres
300-500 square metres with a shop-window length of ten metres

All statements pertaining to rents are to be read with the following in mind:

e New rent contracts concluded in absolute prime business locations for fictive, purely ground floor sales areas
of a small (80-120m?) and medium (300-500m?) size.

e The assumed, text book shop unit has a ground level access with no steps, its furnishings are of a sophisticated
nature and quality and, as far as possible, its layout is right-angled to a shop window with a minimum length
of either 6m (for shops of an area of 80-120m?2) or 10m (for shops of an area of 300-500m2).

e Peak rents in EUROS per m2, monthly, plus statutory VAT and ancillary charges.
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e Development of rents in percentages in the period from 2008 till 2009. The details refer to the empirical
figures raised by COMFORT as well as concluded rent contracts that have been made known or brokered
by COMFORT or third parties at the respective locations. The peak rents are an aid to orientation and can
be applied exclusively to certain objects taking into account the individual characteristics of the building
as well as the respective contractual agreements that, in a given case, might not necessarily conform to
the norm.

Development of purchasing prices

The development of the purchasing prices refers to current levels without taking massive increases, for example
in the past few years, into account, and is merely a snapshot of the here and now. The development is indicated
with five different arrows, whereby the arrow pointing upwards at a 90° angle indicates an upward tendency,
the arrow pointing diagonally upwards to the right indicates a tendency to a slight increase, the arrow pointing
horizontally to the right a tendency to stagnation; one pointing diagonally down to the right a slightly decreasing
tendency and an arrow pointing downward at a 90° angle indicates a downward tendency.

COMFORT City Index

The COMFORT City Index assesses a location taking into account the parameters mentioned above but also, for
example, the demand on site and future development possibilities from the point of view of a retailer on the one
hand and an investor on the other. Also taken into account is the question of at which stage of its development a
particular location currently is. If it is, for example, being threatened by surrounding retail agglomerations, then
either its environment is prospering or the region is going through a structural crisis. What does the supply structure
(concepts, formats, internationality, chain stores etc.) look like? What is the ratio of sales space in the inner city to
the city’s overall sales space? How good is the productivity of the areas within the inner city? How easily can the
inner city be reached by car? The most recent BAG study has made clear yet again that the percentage share of
turnover attributable to customers who come into the city centre by car is approx. 40% and that it is these very
customers who, as a rule, generate the highest turnover. The number of parking spaces on offer therefore plays
just as important role as do the public transport connections. Finally, the manner in which an inner city presents
itself is also taken into account. Are there clearly defined luxury, consumer and trendy locations that clearly increase
the attractiveness and the strength of demand at a location? The attractiveness for the retail trade is consequentially
indicated by the number of shopping bags. In order to be able to indicate more subtle nuances the last bag may
also be half-full or empty.
